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I. PURPOSE:

To develop PNAMH’s action plan for responding timely to tragic happenings, events, and calamities that affect any of its members.
II. POLICY:

A. The Public Relations / Sunshine Committee will receive and disseminate information 

to the PNAMH Board of tragic occurrence ( accidents, illness, deaths etc.) and events.
B. PNAMH, through this committee, will establish communication and/or send 

appropriate message/card on behalf of the organization.

III. PROCEDURE:

A. Any individual member may notify the Public Relations/ Sunshine Committee about

any tragic happening or event they personally or their families or  other tragic events they are aware of through the  general membership.
1. The chair of the Sunshine Committee will inform the Executive Board to solicit input and/or make recommendation as to any action plan that may be deemed necessary to assist the individual (s) affected by the tragic event.
2. The President will include the issue as an agenda item during the Executive Board meeting and opened for discussion. The course of action discussed will need board approval prior to implementation.

3. Based on the action plan approved by the Executive Board, the Sunshine Committee will ensure that the action plan is carried out in a timely manner.
