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WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF THIS SERVICE?
The purpose of the Community Event is to provide Program Partners an opportunity to utilize this service to support the goals and desired program results of the organization. Any number of community projects can qualify for support through this service.

PWNA believes strongly in its vision of strong, self-sufficient Native American communities. The types of Community Event activities we will support are those that encourage community members to work together for positive changes that enrich their lives and lives of others. This could include events such as:

· Environmental projects (trash pickups, ditch cleaning, etc.)
· Trainings and Conferences that enhance the lives of children, adults, and elders 

· Health awareness, screenings, fairs
· Animal spay and neuter clinics 
PARTNER EXPECTATIONS
· Must be part of an established group/organization, must serve a large group (community/client base)

· Requires participants to attend event and sign the distribution log (sign out sheet) for incentives received

· Event has a defined purpose and/or goal

· Incentives provided for the event are not to be shared with other services/programs and cannot be distributed at any profit generating event

MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS
· The request must be received 2 weeks before the scheduled delivery week for shipping purposes. If you are unsure of your shipping week, please call our office. 

· Must advertise for the event (flyers, posters, PSA)
· Must have adult volunteers or staff to meet and assist in unloading the PWNA products from the trucks. 

· Must provide date and time of event. 

· Program Partner must have a lockable storage location to secure PWNA product
REPORTING
A one-page report form, contained in your delivery packet(s) must be completed and returned to PWNA 30 days from the date of your Community Event, or the date indicated in the delivery packet.  Items to accompany your report form.
· Sign-out sheets for incentives distributed to participants (and volunteers, where applicable)
· Flyers/Posters used to promote the event  
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
